The Bedford County Campus has grown by serving 90 stud nts in 1990 to serving more than 700 students each 

semester. Many partnerships, community support, and committed individuals have made the Bedford County 

Campus an educational entity that has served more than 10,400 students since 1990. 

1990 Bedford County entered into an agreement wirh Allegany 

Communiry College, now known as Allegany College of Maryland, 

and began offering evening classes in rhe Everm Area High School. 

1992 Srudents mending rhe Bedford Coumy Campus were eligible to 

receive [)HF.\A grams. 

1993 The Bedford Coumv Regional Educarion Foundarion was 

incorporared for rhe purpose of providing scholarship/tuirion 

assisnnce and developing rhe campus faciliry. 

J994 Bedford Coumy local governmem (Commissioners) funded a new 

$1. 5 million faciliry on land donared by rhe Evererr Area School 

Districr allowing Allegany Communiry College ro begin offering 

daytime classes. 

The College was awarded an Appalachian Regional Commission 

(ARC) gram rhrough rhe PA Deparrmem of Commerce for rhe 

esnbl ishmem of a disrance learning sysrem. 

Jl Allegany Communiry College changed irs name to Allegany College 

of Maryland wirh emphasis on parrneringwirh fom-year' insrirurions 

to offer extended degree programs ar rhe Bedford Coum)' Campus. 

199~ The Sourhern Tier Educarion Council was formed. This joim 

council has represemarives from Bedford and Somerser Campus 
Foundarions, Advisory Boards, and local government. The Sourhern 
Tier Educariou Council works wirh legislators to secure funding for 

FA residems mending rhe PA Campuses of Allegany College of 

Maryland. 

2002 An addirion to rhe campus faciliry was complered which included a 

new digiral library, classrooms, offices, and anorher com purer 

laboratory. 

20113 A Workforce Development rraiuing faciliry adjacent to rhe Bedford 

County Technical was opened.
